Ford Foundation Dalit Chair

The Centre currently holds Ford Foundation Dalit Chair, in
which a distinguished scholar is offered residency to promote
studies on Dalitrelated issue.

The Chair was endowed by the Ford Foundation in 2002 and
it became operational at the MMAJ-Academy of Third World
Studies since 2003.

The Chair was conceived by Prof. Mushirul Hasan as Director
of the MMAJ-Academy of Third World Studies “as an
expression of the growing national and international concern
for the erosion of the modern values of egalitarianism and
social justice in general, and the plight of the millions of Dalits
undergoing even today the worst form of discrimination
across the subcontinent.” It was proposed that “Cutting
across the disciplinary boundary the chair would undertake
some teaching in all social science departments in the form of
lectures and even courses and thus would seek to influence
the direction of research in favour of understanding an
appreciation of the marginalized communities.”

In 2007 Prof. Mushirul Hasan as the Vice Chancellor of Jamia
Millia Islamia transferred the Chair to Dr. K. R. Narayanan
Centre for Dalit and Minorities Studies.
